I suppose I could can be said in a number of ways to show doubt or enthusiasm etc and could make a good focus for this lesson. 

She’s going to go round the world for a year. Could be a sentence rhythm clapping practice and also vowel sound practice as it has a variety of sounds: go, round, world, for, year.

Self check Comment

Only two of the words are actually pronounced correctly. 

‘th’ is a good sound to practice as both the ‘mouth’ words use it and it is easy to demonstrate when we are talking about teeth!

The teacher might like to make a connection between ‘ear’ and ‘hear’- We hear with our ears. We don’t hear with our hair! Our hair sticks up in the air! And so on. 

The teacher should help the students get these words right now and not let them continue to say them wrongly.
